Policy Title/Number
Compliance with the Open Meetings Law 2320
Summary of Policy
The proposed policy establishes requirements and procedures to ensure that ENCSD Board of Trustees meetings are conducted in compliance with the North Carolina Open Meetings Law.  The policy promotes transparency, accountability, and public access to the decision-making process while ensuring accessibility for the Deaf and Hard of Hearing community.  
Key components of the policy include:
· Requirement that all Board meetings comply with the North Carolina Open Meetings Law 
· Commitment to conducting Board business in an open and transparent manner except when closed sessions are legally permitted 
· Procedures for providing public notice of regular, special, and emergency meetings 
· Commitment to ensuring accessibility of meetings, including the use of interpreters or other communication supports when feasible 
· Requirements for accurate meeting minutes, including proper handling and retention of closed session minutes 
· Defined purposes for entering closed session, consistent with state law (including personnel matters, legal issues, student confidentiality, safety, and property matters) 
· Requirement that closed sessions be properly noticed and legally justified through formal motion 
· Prohibition on using electronic communications to circumvent the Open Meetings Law 
· Expectation that Board members receive training and guidance on compliance with open meetings requirements
ENCSD is committed to ensuring that all parents and guardians, including those who are Deaf or Hard of Hearing, have disabilities, or have limited English proficiency, can meaningfully engage with the school.  All notices, policies, and opportunities for participation will be provided in accessible formats and languages, consistent with ADA, Section 504, and federal guidance.
