Policy Title/Number
Equal Educational Opportunities 4001
Summary of Policy
The proposed policy affirms ENCSD’s commitment to providing all students with equal access to educational programs, services, and activities in a safe, inclusive, and accessible environment.  The policy ensures that no student is excluded from participation in, denied benefits of, or subjected to discrimination in any educational program or activity.
Key components of the policy include:
· Prohibition of discrimination based on protected characteristics, including race, color, national origin, sex, disability, religion, and other legally protected statuses 
· Assurance of equal access to academic programs, instruction, assessments, and supports 
· Equal opportunity to participate in extracurricular and co-curricular activities, with reasonable accommodations as needed 
· Equitable access to residential life, including housing, supervision, and services 
· Provision of a Free Appropriate Public Education (FAPE) for students with disabilities in accordance with applicable law 
· Emphasis on language and communication access as essential for Deaf and Hard of Hearing students 
· Prohibition of harassment, bullying, intimidation, and retaliation that interferes with educational access 
· Clear reporting procedures through nondiscrimination, Title IX, Section 504, and grievance processes 
· Commitment to staff training focused on equity, accessibility, and effective communication
ENCSD is committed to ensuring that all parents and guardians, including those who are Deaf or Hard of Hearing, have disabilities, or have limited English proficiency, can meaningfully engage with the school.  All notices, policies, and opportunities for participation will be provided in accessible formats and languages, consistent with ADA, Section 504, and federal guidance.
