Eastern North Carolina School for the Deaf invites public comment on the following proposed policies.  In accordance with applicable state law, policies are posted for stakeholder review and feedback prior to adoption by the Board of Trustees.
Policy Title/Number
Emergency Epinephrine Auto-Injector Devices 5024/6127/7266
Summary of Policy
The proposed policy establishes procedures for the procurement, storage, training, documentation, and emergency administration of epinephrine auto-injectors for students experiencing anaphylaxis or other severe allergic reactions.
Because ENCSD operates a residential program, this policy applies to both instructional and residential environments to ensure rapid response to life-threatening allergic emergencies.
This policy authorizes the maintenance of emergency epinephrine auto-injectors on campus for use by trained and designated personnel under:
· Student-specific medical orders, and/or
· Physician-approved standing orders when no student-specific order is on file
Only properly trained and authorized staff may administer epinephrine in accordance with state law and professional standards.
In the event of suspected anaphylaxis, trained staff will:
· Administer epinephrine immediately as authorized
· Call 911 or local emergency services
· Notify the school nurse and parent/guardian
· Remain with the student until EMS arrives
· Document the incident in accordance with school procedures
The policy also addresses secure storage requirements, staff training, residential program access, confidentiality protections, documentation standards, parental responsibilities, and staff liability protections under North Carolina law.
All procedures comply with applicable state statutes, NCDPI guidance, Board of Nursing standards, and federal privacy laws.
ENCSD is committed to ensuring that all parents and guardians, including those who are Deaf or Hard of Hearing, have disabilities, or have limited English proficiency, can meaningfully engage with the school.  All notices, policies, and opportunities for participation will be provided in accessible formats and languages, consistent with ADA, Section 504, and federal guidance.
